Also sharpened skills further under the renowned Guru Vidwan Calcutta K. S. Krishnamurti from 1989 to 1999. Started concert career in 1986 and has since perfomed in all the leading organizations of India, like the Music Academy and others in Chennai, Gayana Samaja in Bangalore, Shanmugananda Sabha in Mumbai, RR Sabha in Calcutta, Spic Macay and other organizations. Specially invited to perform before the Governor of Andhra Pradesh, at the Raj Bhavan, Hyderabad and performed in connection with the India International Trade Fair at Pragati Maidan, New Delhi.

Nagai Muralidharan had the initial training from SMt. Komalavalli at the age of seven. He received further training in violin under Sri. R. S. Gopalakrishnan. Mr. Murali is in the carnatic musical world over 36 years and has accompanied all the leading vocal artists (from Dr. Semmangudi Srinivasa Iyer to T. M. Krishna). He has also accompanied other instrumentalists. He has traveled widely as an accompanying artist.

Eswaran started learning Mridangam at the age of eight from Kuniseri Sri Krishnamani Iyer. Eswaran is a graduate of the university of Madras. He has been giving public performances through out the country and abroad for the last 46 years and 20 years of service as staff artiste in AIR as Garde 1 instrumentalist. He has accompanied leading artists from Dr. Semmangudi Srinivas Iyer to Neyveli Sri Santhanagoplan. He has taught at San Francisco State University and at the Tamil Nadu Iyal Isai Kalluri as avisiting professor.
